Before beginning installation, read these instructions carefully.

This will simplify installation and ensure that the product is

installed correctly and safely. Leave these instructions near the
product after installation for future reference.
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Using the product

When using the product for the first time, first tear off the transparent
insulating film on the battery,make sure that the battery is fully charged and
install the flashlight in the correct direction. {Positive inward (on the side of
the lamp ), negative in the outside (tail)}, The middle and the tail of the tube
of the flashlight must be tightened to ensure good contact.

When using the flashlight, according to the voltage and battery
requirements of the flashlight, do notuse it indiscriminately to prevent the
circuit board from being burned out. Do not use the batteries of different
models and voltages at the same time. The old and new batteries cannot
be mixed.

In use, when the brightness of the flashlight changes significantly, turn off
the flashlight to prevent the battery from being over-discharged and
timely charged; pay attention to the battery's waterproof,
moisture-proof, anti-drop, etc., according to the charging speed of the
charger when charging, After the indicator light changes, remove it in
time, do not overcharge;

For batteries that are not used for a long time, the battery should be fully
charged and stored, and then charged and discharged once every three
months to avoid chemical corrosion;

The inner wall of the lamp cup is kept clean. Never wipe it with your hand
or a hard object. Remove the fingerprint on the lens and wipe it gently with
a cotton swab and lens cleaner.

Do not touch the flashlight with sunlight, water, chemicals and corrosive
gases for a long time to avoid damage to the flashlight;

Non-professionals should not disassemble the flashlight to prevent
damage to the circuit board.
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Note

In order to save energy, it is recommended to use low-grade lighting, generally
enough. Cope with outdoor lighting. If it is in the summer and the weather is
hot, the heating problem of the product will be more obvious than in the winter.
If the fever is very hot, you can use it in low gear or turn off the power,
and then continue to use the product after it has cooled down.

1. Do notilluminate the eyes directly to avoid injury to the eyes;

2. Do not use over voltage, the voltage should not exceed 4.2V, please do not
reverse the battery, otherwise it will burn the circuit board;

4. When using the flashlight, check that there is no looseness at each thread,
otherwise it may cause no light or slight light;

5. The flashlight should be kept away from sunlight or high temperature. After
using it, please take out the battery and store it in a cool and dry place.

7. To keep the O-ring (sealing rubber ring) and the thread from rotating
smoothly, wipe the Vaseline oil on the surface 2-3 times a year.

Note for Charge:

There are light on the flashlight to show the power of the batterys, when the
display power is insufficient, it needs to be charged in time, otherwise it will
cause over-discharge, which may cause the battery to not be charged.
Insufficient should be charged in time, so as not to affect the battery life, the
battery should also be charged during long-term storage.

When the flashlight is significantly dimmed, it is necessary to charge the battery in
time and avoid excessive discharge.
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Attention:
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Do not directly irradiate the eyes for preventing eyes injure.

Please make sure that the waterproof plug in the tail partis installed well, the
waterproof rate of product is of IP65. Do not put it in the water.

When the brightness of the light is obvious lower or higher than normal
situation, it ought to be turned off for preventing battery over-discharge,
and then charge itin time.

If you won't use the product for a long time, you shall fully charge the
product and recharge it once a month.

Do not expose the product to the sun for a long-time, do not use any
chemical agent when cleaning for preventing breakage.

Please do not disassemble the product for preventing any circuit board
damage.
