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KNOW YOUR BLENDER

CAUTION: Follow these important steps to assemble, tighten, and mount blender
container quickly and correctly. INJURY MAY RESULT IF MOVING
BLADES ARE ACCIDENTALLY EXPOSED.
For Blender: The maximum operating fime is 60 SEC of each use then
the appliance to cool down for 1 MIN. after each use.
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IMPORTANT SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

The appliance may only be used by persons with reduced physical, sensory or
mental capabilities, or lacking experience and knowledge, if they have given
supervision or instruction concerning the use of the appliance and fully understand
all dangers and safety precautions involved.

Children must not be permitted to operate the appliance. The appliance and Ifs
power cord must be kept well away from children.

Children must not be permitted to play with the appliance.

CAUTION: Keep any packaging materials well away from children-these materials
are a potential source of danger, e.g. of suffocation.

Before the appliance is used, the main body as well as any attachments should be
checked thoroughly for any defects. If the appliance, for instance, has been
dropped onfo a hard surface, it must no longer be used:even invisible damage
may have adverse effects on the operational safety of the appliance.

The power cord should be regularly examined for any signs of damage.

In the event of such damage being found, the appliance must no longer be used.
The appliance should only be placed on a level surface.

DO NOT allow the housing or its power cord to come into contact with open flames
or any hot surfaces such as hot-plates.
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DO NOT let the power cord hang free.

DO NOT leave the appliance unattended while connected.

Always remove the plug from the wall socket, even if you leave the room Only for
a short while

CAUTION: the blade is extremely sharp. To prevent injuries, take special care When
cleaning the appliance and when emptying the blender jug.

DO NOT touch any moving parts during operation-this can be extremely danger-
ous.

CAUTION: do not put hot liquid into the blender jug.

Always switch the appliance off and remove the plug from the wall socket, Before
opening the lid, before removing or fitting the blender jug, Before cleaning, in case
of any malfunction during use, after use.

When removing the plug from the wall socket, never pull on the power cord;
always grip the power cord; always grip the plug itself.

CAUTION: Any misuse can cause severe personal injury. No responsibility will be
accepted if damage results from improper use, Or if these instructions are not com-
plied with

BEFORE USING FOR THE FIRST TIME
Before the appliance is used for the first time, the blender jug and the lid should
be thoroughly cleaned as described in the section General Care and Cleaning.

SHORT-TERM OPERATION

The appliance is designed to process average domestic quantities of food;
It can be operated without interruption for a maximum of 60 seconds, after
Which it should be allowed to cool down.

Before removing the blender jug, make sure that the rotary control is in position 0.
This also applies when fitting the blender jug fo the motor housing. if the conftrol
is not in its off-position(0),the motor will start immediately.

OPERATION

Put the liquid ingredients into the blender jug. The jug has a maximum
capacity of 1250 ml. To avoid possible foaming or spilling when processing
foamable or thin liquids such as milk, do not fill the jug over the 800mI mark.

DO NOT put any objects into the blender jug while the appliance is operating.
Insert the plug into the wall outlet and use the rotary control to select the
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required power setting.

CAUTION: do not operate when the blender jug is empty.

DO NOT fill it with dry items only, such as nuts, almonds etc.

After using the blender, switch off and remove the plug from the wall socket.
Wait until the motor has come to a complete standstill before removing the
blender jug. Always wait until the motor has come to a complete standstill
before taking the lid off.

GENERAL CARE AND CLEANING

Always remove the plug from the wall socket before cleaning the appliance.
To avoid the risk of electric shock,

DO NOT clean the motor housing or the power cord with water and

do not immerse them in water.

The motor housing may be wiped with a slightly damp, lint-free cloth.

DO NOT use abrasives harsh for cleaning, and do not clean in a dish-washer.
For cleaning after use, fill the blender jug with approximately 100 ml warm water
and a mild cleaning detergent. Let the appliance run for a short period

as described in the section Operation. Then rinse the blender jug, lid and
stopper with fresh water. All parts must be thoroughly dried afterwards.
